The regatta was run in an A and B Division format, with A Division sailing FJ's and
B Division sailing Tech Dinghies.  We were able to get 10 races in each division for a total of 20 races, with no throw outs allowed.  Conditions: flat water, 6-12 knots from the east and extremely shifty.  The teams had to be sailing in phase and connecting puffs or they would find themselves quickly behind.  The courses run were triangle/windward and windward/leeward, with a rotation set up from a float every two races.  12 Teams competed in The Championship this year, with 24 sailors on the water racing and 4-5 alternates for each team on the URI Float, combined with coaches and spectators-it has become quite the event!
 

A Division was won by Gary Largess and Anna Miniutti of North Kingstown with 26 points over 10 races.  Closely behind was The Portsmouth Abbey Team-28 points and Bishop Hendricken at 40 points.  All teams in this division saw some ups and downs in the shifty conditions making for some great action. 
 

B Division was won by Lyle Fielding and Kirsten Ferguson of North Kingstown with 29 points over 10 races.  Second place saw a tie between The Abbey and PCD at 32 points.  The PCD Team-The Salk Sisters, really showed some speed in The Tech Dinghies and are The Most
Improved Team for the regatta-they essentially carried their team to a forth overall position!
