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 Regatta Report:
On May 12 and 13 George Stevens Academy hosted the ninth running of the Downeast
Fleet Racing Championship at Maine Maritime Academy.  Unusually for this event, it was sunny both days, cool but sunny.  The breeze blew out of the northwest at 10 to 12 knots through the day until late afternoon when it started to falter.  Conditions allowed the running of 24 races, 12 in A Division and 12 in B Division.

 

 The Regatta saw 20 schools, 4 of whom had a second team for a total of 24 boats on the water.  As has happened a few times in the past, all New England states were represented.  We started on Saturday with a brief skipperâ€™s meeting at which MMA Varsity Sailing Coach Butch Minson explained how the Regatta would be run and special features (the ledge) of the waters of Smith Cove across the Bagaduce River from Castine.  The A Division teams were transported by launch out to a float across the harbor where the boats were located.  By the time the B Division, parents and coaches arrived, the boats had been rigged and the A Division was getting ready for its first start.  Participants were fed on the floats during lay periods and MMA shore boats ran in and out so that people could take a break.  The sailing was intense and competitive.  

 

 Saturday night GSA parents barbecued burgers and chicken after which the various teams returned to their host families where they stayed Friday and Saturday nights.  

 

 Sunday dawned equally well with 10 or 12 knots out of the northwest and the sun shining.  It actually was a little warmer than Saturday.  Racing got off a little earlier, allowing the completion of the total of 24 races.

 

 In a change from prior years, most protests were heard in a boat tied to one of the floats during a lay period.  This allowed the race ending meal, raffle and trophy presentation to proceed without the necessity of holding half a dozen protests ashore.  Protests were conducted by the participants who where selected by coaches of teams not involved in the incident nor in a competitive position with one of the two teams involved in the protest.  All went smoothly.

 

 At the end of the day, Marblehead was third with 184 points, Southern Maine (an amalgamated school) second with 154 points and Cheverus won the Regatta with 89 points, a very convincing win.  Cheverus also was presented with a trophy for the State of Maine High School Sailing Championship and the Maine Schoolsâ€™ Sailing Association made its first presentation of a perpetual trophy to Cheverus as the top Maine school.  The Cheverus A Division skipper and crew were presented with the trophy as the outstanding sailors of the Regatta.

 

 As always, George Stevens wants to thank Butch Minson, Tim Leach and the Waterfront staff at Maine Maritime Academy for an outstanding volunteer effort as well as the many GSA parents and friends who prepared and served food and housed many of the 175 competitors, coaches and parents who traveled to Castine, Maine for the weekend.
